With spring fast approaching and the cold weather coming to a happy end, it is time once again for Altus Habitat for Humanity’s annual walk and run, the HMX#5 (Habitat’s Morning Expedition). This year’s event will be held at the Altus City Reservoir and Community Center on April 14th. All community groups (businesses, churches, schools, non-profit organizations) and Altus AFB (units/squadrons) are welcome to participate. The morning will include a 10K and 5K run as well as a 5K and 1.5K family fun run and walk. The 10K and 5K runs start at 9 am and the family and children runs begin at 9:20 am.

We are encouraging people to register as a group. This group can be made up of family, friends, co-workers, fellow students, church members, or neighbors. The group would then collect its own money for a single group donation for the fundraising run and walk. Individuals can still participate if they choose. It’s up to you how you join. The important thing is that you are there for the fun and the challenge!
Of course we did not forget the awards. T-Shirts will be given to the first 50 participants in the event.  A traveling trophy will be given to the base unit or squadron as well as one to the community group that raises the most money for donation. Each group will get to hold on to its trophy for one entire year! Certificates will also be awarded to the base unit or squadron and to the community group that brings the most people to participate in the event. Prizes will be given to the 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place finishers for the men’s and women’s 10K and 5K runs. All children (up to 12) who complete the course will receive a ribbon and a chance at a drawing for a prize.
We know this will be the best HMX yet with the support of our fellow community members. Your participation this year will support the local Altus Habitat for Humanity, a Christian, non-profit, volunteer organization that offers affordable home ownership for our low-income citizens. Habitat is working on the fourth home and money raised by this event will help in that effort and to Altus Habitat’s tithe affiliate in Mongolia. This should be a great day to have fun with friends and family as well as help raise money for such a worthy and necessary cause. 
Pre-registration must be received by midnight, Wednesday, April 11th. You can also register the morning of the race on Saturday, April 14th from 7:30 until 8:45 am. A waiver must be completed by all participants prior to the walk and run. Registration information is available at the Altus AFB Fitness Center and the WOSC Fitness Center.
